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Abstract:

Australia is a culturally diverse country and beliefs and conceptions of mathematics differ according to their experiences and ethnic background. The purpose of this paper is to find out what teachers feel and believe about using and integrating technology in teaching and why teachers need professional development in using technology with the support of school administrators and technology person. It will look at the beliefs and conceptions of mathematics teachers in using technology in their teaching. Technology use (computers and calculators) is perceived by teachers that it enhance student learning. However, there are associated problems and issues in using computer technology in the classroom. Some reasons are identified why teachers have not fully embraced the integration of technology in their teaching. These concerns and issues will be discussed in this paper. This is a part of a larger study of my thesis on encouraging mathematics teachers to integrate technology in mathematics teaching and learning.
